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PETROLEUM 
PRODUCT DATA 
MEETING 
April 26 to May 1 the U.F.A. Co-op Ltd. Petroleum Di vision held its annual Sales and Planning meeting at the Highlander Motor Hotel, Calgary. Approximately thirty people attended the three day meeting. In the absence of Cec Robb, Petroleum Manager, Lawrence Proudfoot, Sales Manager, had the responsibility for conducting the meeting. Lawrence did a commendable job. 
During the three day meeting most all phases of the Area Supervisor's duties were assessed and discussed and performance targets set in as many areas as possible. 
U.F.A. Co-op's position in the petroleum market was discussed and all at the meeting agreed because of the competition in the petroleum field, we must keep a very close control on our operations. 
Area Supervisors were informed they are responsible for at least one report from every Agency every week. Area Supervisors must audit every Agency at least every forty-five to sixty days. 
Stock control at Agencies was also emphasized because excess stock in an Agency ties up capital that could be used as operating capital. 
U.F.A. Co-op has decided to rebuild nine of our current bulk plants, and open Agencies in three new areas. 
All in all it was a successful meeting and most Area Supervisors were anxious to get back to their territories and put into practice what had been discussed during the week. 
SUPPLEMENT 1 
A Supplement 1 oil was originally a heavy-duty lubricant which conformed to the now obsolete U.S. Army Specification 2-104b, with the added requirement that the oil also pass an AXS-1551 (CRC L1) engine test when a fuel of high (1%) sulphur content was used. The Supplement 1 specification was officially droped by the U.S. Government when it cancelled 2-104b but the term "Supplement 1" is still used by the petroleum industry and by consumers to indicate a certain high level of detergency. Specification 2-104b has been replaced by the much more stringent MIL-L-2104a. The petroleum industry now considers a Supplement 1 oil to be an oil which meets MIL-L-2104a when the CRC-L-1 engine test is run with a diesel fuel containing 1% sulphur. The industry generally considers a Supplement 1 oil, defined in these terms to be suitable for diesel engines operated under DM service conditions. Note that approved Supplement 1 oils automatically meet MIL-L-2104a requirements as well.
